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SEND Information Report 2023-2024
Becket Primary School is an inclusive, fully accessible, mainstream school, which provides education for primary (4 – 11) aged children, in addition we are fortunate to have pre-school and nursery as part of our school. At Becket, we value all members of our school community and believe all pupils share the right to a broad, balanced and appropriate curriculum, with every child encouraged to achieve his/her full potential. Recognising that at different times in their school life, a child or young person may have a special educational need. This is something that is ‘additional to and different from’ that already provided within the differentiated curriculum to better respond to the four areas of need identified in the new Code of Practice (September 2014)
• Communication and interaction
• Cognition and learning
• Social, emotional and mental health difficulties
• Sensory and/or physical needs

Any concerns that parents have about their child should be raised with the class teacher. Working together is an important part of supporting any child; your child’s teacher will be able to advise you on the best ways to help support your child and if further advice is needed they are able to ask the SENDCo for further support. 
Deb Crandon, SENCO works at Becket Primary School on Monday all day and on Thursday afternoons. 
Parent coffee mornings are organized each term for parents of children with SEND or who have concerns about their child. Some coffee mornings are attended by North Somerset Parent Carers Working Together ( NSPCWT) and Send and You. Upcoming coffee mornings will be advertised on our school’s facebook page and in our newsletters.
How does Becket School identify particular Special Educational Needs of a child?
All children at Becket are monitored closely by their class teachers. This is done through on-going assessment and regular Pupil Progress Meetings. If a child is not making expected progress despite additional support the class teacher will initiate some intervention work. If the Class Teacher feels the child still isn’t making the required progress, they will be discussed with the Special Education Needs and Disabilities Co-ordinator (SENDCo). The SENDCo may then invite parents/carers to a meeting and/or carry out observations and assessments to help decide if the child needs to be included on the school SEN register.
At Becket we use the language of ‘out of step’ when identifying the level of need a child may have.
Category
Key stages 1 and 2
Early Years
High need SEN boundary
1 yr, 8 mnth delay (20 mnth) FROM cohort average
Child a significantly out of step with developmental milestones.
Lower Need SEN boundary
1 yr, 4mnth delay (16 mnths) FROM cohort average
Vulnerable but not SEN (Wave 2)
Children whose learning, behaviour or ability to manage their feelings is causing concern.
Should a child continue to make little or no progress, or be working at a level substantially below that expected of children of a similar age, or have emotional or behavioural difficulties, which substantially and regularly interfere with the child’s own learning or that of the class group, then the school will consider referring them to an outside agency for further assessments/support. Outside agencies include Speech and Language, Educational Psychologist, Community Paediatrician, Occupational Therapist, CAMHs professionals, School Nurse, Advisory Teachers and Behaviour Support. Parental consent will always be sought before discussing names of children with an external agency.
If a child demonstrates significant cause of concern they may meet the criteria for an Education Health and Care Needs Assessment.
How do we review and assess pupil progress, involving parents and pupils in the process?
Provision that is specific for children with SEN is recorded and monitored through individual targets in the child’s provision map plan, which identifies individual teaching and learning needs. Parents are invited to meet with the class teacher each term to review the provision for their child, the pupil’s view is an important part of this process as they explain what is working well for them.
We follow the graduated approach and the four-part cycle of assess, plan, do, review.
Review of provision cycles consider:
 the teacher’s assessment and experience of the pupil
 their previous progress and attainment and behaviour
 the pupil’s development in comparison to their peers and national data
 the views and experience of parents
 the pupil’s own views
 advice from external support services, if relevant
Following this all teachers and support staff who work with the pupil will be made aware of their needs, the outcomes sought, the support provided, and any teaching strategies or approaches that are required. We will regularly review the effectiveness of the support and interventions and their impact on the pupil’s progress.
In addition to this, children with complex needs or in receipt of an Education, Health and Care Plan will have an Annual Review meeting to inform and plan for next steps.
How will the school support my child’s additional needs?
Each class teacher seeks to provide high quality education for all of the children in their care. As part of Quality First Teaching every teacher is required to adapt the curriculum to ensure access to learning for all children in their class.
If your child is identified as having additional needs, appropriate provision will be guided by a pupil ‘Toolbox’. Toolboxes are generated specific to individual’s needs, these identify approaches, interventions and adaptations to provision and resources. Children with additional needs taking year 6 SATS could be allowed extra time, a scribe or a reader.
If your child has significant additional needs then the school will consider applying for an Education Health Care Plan. If the application is successful, your child will may receive additional funding and will have a personalised curriculum, which could include support from an adult throughout the school day. This is only applicable to children with the very highest level of need in the school.
What support will there be for improving the emotional and social development of children with additional needs?
In addition to support received for academic subjects, there is a range of pastoral support available through our Learning Mentor and Family Support Officer. Our Learning Mentor runs sessions to help children express their feelings and manage their emotions. There is always the opportunity for any child to talk with a trained adult over any concerns and anxieties, with parent’s permission. Specific support plans will be put into place for children experiencing significant difficulties with behaviour and those needing medical support, through a Pastoral Support Plan or Heath Care Plan.
How accessible is the school both indoors and outdoors?
The school site is fully wheelchair accessible. There are disabled toilet facilities. All children have the right to access class trips whenever it is safe for them to do so. For those children with additional needs, alternative provision can be made, for example, additional adult support, alternative travel arrangements, or alternative arrangements for the administration of medicines.
How will the School support my child’s transitions to a new setting?
Prior to starting in Reception, children identified as having SEN will have a School Entry Planning meeting. This will be attended by parents, pre-school staff, school staff and where appropriate external professionals involved in supporting your child. It sets out how all concerned can make the transition to school as smooth as possible. For children with medical needs, this will include identifying staff training to ensure your child’s needs are fully met. All families will be invited to a new parent’s meeting to gather information. The Reception teachers will also carry out home visits and visit pre-schools to meet the children in a familiar setting.
All children will be invited to attend stay and play, story time and transition sessions to ensure they are familiar with the staff and the setting in advance.
On moving to Secondary School, children in Year 6 with additional needs are discussed with the SENDCo at the Secondary School once places have been allocated. A programme of additional visits is planned alongside the Year 6 move up days. If your child has complex needs an Annual Review meeting will happen whilst they are in year 6 and a representative from the secondary school will be invited to attend.
What happens if I wish to make a complaint?
If parents have concerns about their child the first point of contact should be the class teacher. If it is felt that a resolution hasn’t been reached the teacher may wish to involve another member of staff. This could be the SENDCo or the Head-teacher. Parents can also contact the Governing Body with concerns. The school’s Complaints Procedure is available from the School Office.

At Becket we believe that all children have the right to the best possible education that meets their needs and builds the hope that their potential will be realised.
