	Write out number card 0 to10 or 0 to 20.  In this game tell your child you will make a number line of them.  Start to lay out the cards and then make a mistake, put the wrong card down or say the wrong number.  Your child should point out the mistake you make and correct it.  Keep going until you finally manage to make a number line together.

White Rose Maths – you may want to watch or read the power points for each day before you watch it with your child as you might need to prepare some things for the activities or mix up the days to allow time to get some of the resources.  They are fun, but they take a bit of time to prepare.  

White Rose Day 1
https://wrm-13b48.kxcdn.com/wp-content/uploads/2020/homelearning/early-years/Day-1-Night-Pirates.pdf
	Using an empty tin, e.g. a baked bean tin, and 10 or 20 coins or stones (anything that will make a noise when dropped in), ask your child to listen carefully and count how many things you drop in the tin.  They should record the number they hear and then check to see if they got it right.  When they record the numbers check their number formation and correct them if needed.  Repeat this as many times as you like with lots of different totals.

White Rose Day 2
https://wrm-13b48.kxcdn.com/wp-content/uploads/2020/homelearning/early-years/Day-2-Night-Pirates.pdf
	Give your child 7 small objects, buttons, beads, Lego pieces.  See how many different patterns they can make with the objects, they may line them up horizontally, vertically, in rows of 4 and 3, in rows of 3, 3, and 1, they might make a square or circle.  Ask them to talk about what they are doing, how have you arranged the things?  Tell me about your pattern?  I can see one here, what can you see? You could draw each pattern so you have a record of all the different ways.  You or your child could write numbers on the patterns to record what they said. Does your child recognise that the number of objects always stays the same?

 White Rose Day 3
https://wrm-13b48.kxcdn.com/wp-content/uploads/2020/homelearning/early-years/Day-3-Night-Pirates.pdf
	Set up a shop using food or toys.  Play at being a shopkeeper, have a “5 items only” sign and provide your child with a basket or bag. They have to pick some items from the shop and make sure that they only have five things in their basket.
Challenge them by changing the number.  Ask them to describe the contents of their basket, e.g. I’ve got 2 apples and 3 oranges, I’ve got 5 altogether.

White Rose Day 4
https://wrm-13b48.kxcdn.com/wp-content/uploads/2020/homelearning/early-years/Day-4-Night-Pirates.pdf
	Number bonds are also referred to as “number pairs” and are basically just pairs of numbers that add up to a given number, such as 10. For example, 5 + 5, 6 + 4 and 7 + 3 are all number bonds that make 10. Children learn these to help them understand the relationships between numbers.
Tower of Ten 
Start with a specific number of building blocks or Lego, say two, and ask your child how many more blocks they would need to make a tower of ten.
